Quarter Grades in all Bands and Choirs will be based on the following: 
Successful In-Class Participation: 20% 
Attitude: 10% 
Performing and Written Quizzes: 30% (If there are no quizes in choir, this percentage of the grade will be absorbed by  

Participation.) 

Successful Concert Attendance and Participation: 40% 
 1.  Attendance is required unless there is a personal illness or death in the family 
 2.  Appropriate behavior is demonstrated both on and off stage 
 3.  Appropriate attire: Required to purchase and wear a concert polo shirt ($12-included in school fee) and 
tan/khaki colored dress pants.  No jeans, shorts, capris, tennis shoes, or flip flops please.

Some Other Things That You Should Know: 



Playing quizzes  (Band ONLY)- All band students will have playing quizzes about once a week, usually on 
Thursday or Friday.  Please make sure that your student is always practicing their quiz material and/or the page of 
the book we are working on.  If a student misses a playing quiz for any reason, it is their responsibility to make it up.  
Pop quizzes are a possibility! 

Study Hall Rehearsals-During certain times of the year, music students may be told to come down to the 
band/choir room during their study halls.  This would be done to prepare for contests or concerts, to give students 
extra help if they are switching to a new instrument or if they just need some one-on-one time.  Students are 
required to be at these study hall sessions, and their grade could be affected if they skip. No student will be asked to 
come down more than an average of once per week, and most students’ commitment will be far, far less.   

Practice Rooms- A limited number of practice rooms are available to band students to utilize during their 
study hall.  Only one person will be allowed per practice room.  Sign-up sheets will be used as necessary to allow all 
students equal practice time.  Students who abuse practice privledges will be asked to return to study hall.  

Band Accessories-Students in band are required to purchase and maintain the accessories needed to 
play their particular instrument. This includes, but is not limited to: reeds, valve oil, cork grease, slide oil, and slide 
grease.  You are free to purchase these items from a local music store of your choice, but they will be available for 
purchase from the music staff at or near cost.  Please know that we provide QUALITY ACCESSORIES at the lowest 
price that we can.  There are cheaper things on the market, but they will make it difficult for your child to play well or 
even at all.  If in doubt about what to buy your student, please contact a staff member.  The prices for this school 
year are as follows (subject to change.) 

 
Single Reeds (for any clarinet or saxophone)-$2.00  Double Reeds (for any oboe or bassoon)-$12.00 
Cork Grease (for saxes, clarinet, bassoon or oboe) $2.50  Valve Oil (for trumpet, baritone, or tuba) -$3.50 
Slide Grease (for trombone)-$3.00    Rotor Oil (for French horn)-$3.00 
Slide Grease (for tuning slides ONLY, on all brass instruments)-$2.50 
 
Classroom Rules 

1. Follow all school rules as outlined in the agenda book/student handbook. 
2. No pop, gum, candy or food at any time 
3. Be in your seat with pencil, music, and instrument w/ accessories (if applicable) at the beginning of class. 
4. Don’t speak/play/sing when the teacher or another student is speaking. 
5. Don’t speak/play/sing when the teacher or aide is on the podium or at the piano.   
6. Show respect to all staff members, other students and property.

1st Offense-Verbal Warning  2nd Offense-Detention/Call to Parents  3rd Offense-Conference with parent
